Praise is a beautiful thing Psa. 147:1
Main

Praise - offering words of homage as an act of worship (wordnet)

Homage - show of respect to someone to whom one feels indebted (Wikipedia)

- explain definitions (put them together)
We can teach and learn from praise Col. 3:16
Praise God

Hymn #77:

· Psa. 148:1-14 – we should praise God – he created us and has absolute power
· Psa. 67:1-7 – everyone should praise God – we should do it joyfully

Praise Jesus

Hymn #11:

· Matt. 21:15-16 – the children were right to praise Jesus

Looking at the hymn:

· proclaim Jesus’ love

· like a shepherd – Dave’s sermon

· he suffered, bled and died for our sins

· only hope for salvation

· Jesus is our blessed redeemer

· All of this obtained through a song of praise

Note: Refer to definition - praise God through “words”, therefore, we can praise through prayer as well

Other Definition of Praise

John 12:42-43

· the praise found here doesn’t fit our definition so far

· another kind of praise

Praise - an expression of approval and commendation (wordnet)
· we can see examples of God commending/ praising people Job:1:8
· we too can receive praise through remaining faithful Matt. 25:21
Using this second definition, it is alright to give praise to one another by commending one another. However, we must make sure that this praise does not cross over into the other definition where it becomes a worship, which is reserved for God and Jesus.
